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FOREWORD

The two foundation stones of the rapidly growing East
Asian Library at the University of Kansas are Mr. Karl Lo,
its first Curator, and the Ss# pu ts‘ung k'an, one of its very
early acquisitions. Appropriately enough, Mr. Lo’s first pro-
duction in what, hopefully, will be a long series of biblio-
graphic aids is his Guide to the Ssii pu ts‘ung Kan.

The Ssii pu ts‘ung k‘an, a monumental publishing ven-
ture by the Commercial Press of Shanghai issued in the inter-
war years, is the core of a modern Sinological library. The
editors of the set selected authoritative editions of the most
important writings of traditional China and photolithograph-
ically reproduced them in a uniform format. The set is the
greatest boon in our time to the Sinological scholar, placing
within his reach rare editions of the items which constitute
the base of the Chinese classical tradition. And now, thanks
to Mr. Lo, the scholar can have, on his own shelves, a handy
compendium of essential bibliographic information on each
work in this massive set of books.

For the beginning student of Chinese literature, Mr. Lo’s
Guide can be used as a check-list, as it were, of authors, com-
mentators, and titles of first importance in his studies. The
student can also see in the Guide the broad spectrum of Chi-
nese interests and values, and he can study the four great
categories into which the Chinese divide their literature.

We are indebted to Mr. Lo for the arduous labor which
he has devoted to the compilation of this Guide.

INTRODUCTION

The Ssii pu ts'ung k'an w9 5 % 5] is a set of fac-
simile reproductions of selected editions of Chinese works
written in or before the Ch‘ing dynasty, published 1919-1936
by the Commercial Press at Shanghai. In order to secure
originals for reproduction, the publishers borrowed manu-
scripts and printed books from a great number of libraries
and collectors in China and Japan. The publishers’ own
Han Fén Lou 3% % ## library and the T4eh Ch'in
T‘ung Chien Lou 4% % 4 4] # library of the emi-
nent collector Chii Yung /E éy'g were the most fruitful
sources. In 1929 a revised edition of the first ‘series of the
Ssit pu ts‘ung k'an was issued. Seventeen titles were repre-
sented by more complete editions or accompanied by more
authoritative annotations, and Wang Shou-jén’s £ F 1=
Yang-ming hsien shéng chi yao % W & % & %
(No. 262) was replaced by his Wang Weén-ch'éng Kung
chuan shu £ X B 0 & Z Im1936a reprint of
this second edition of the first series was issued in a smaller
format. The second series was published in 1934 and the
third series 1935-36.

The Ssé pu ts‘ung k'an is to some degree a miniature ver-
sion of the monumental Ss# k‘u ch'uan shu ™ /? % }E-
which was compiled under the authority of Emperor Ch‘ing
Kao-tsung % & % . This is particularly true of the
first series, in which most titles are also included in the Ssi
k‘u ch'iian shu. The second and third series, however, in-
clude a fairly large proportion of works not represented in
the imperial collection (forty-three out of seventy in the third
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series), and indeed some of these added texts, such as the
Ming shih ch'ao lieh ¥ % £ B% , had become exces-
sively rare as a result of Ch‘ing censorship. In addition, the
Ssit pu ts‘ung k'an contains a number of titles published after
the time of Emperor Ch‘ing Kao-tsung.

The subject range of the collection is very broad, includ-
ing as it does the classics, history, medicine, poetry, botany,
the arts, and even a Yilan dynasty cookbook. Certain weak-
nesses in the selection are obvious: the set has little in as
major a field of Chinese literature as Yiian drama, and spe-
cialists in the Chinese classics may well prefer the Huang
Ch'ing ching chich g /% ® ﬁ to the classical sections
of the Ssi pu ts‘ung k'an. It may be useful to add at
this point that although the Pai na pén érh shih ssii shih

g M A T m ﬁ (Commercial Press, 1930-
1937), carried the title Ss# pu ts‘ung k'an on its individual
title-pages, it was sold and indexed apart from the parent
collection, and is usually considered to be a separate work.
It is not therefore indexed in the present volume.

The collection consists of three series: ch'u pien Al 4%
(first series), Asii pien 4% ## (second series), and san pien
Z #% (third series). Each of these is divided into four
classes: ching pu §8 4 (classics), shik pu ¥ I (his-
tory), 2zt pu F ZF  (miscellaneous), and chi pu & Ef
(collected works). Within the collection each title is marked
with the series and class to which it belongs, but there is no
individual numbering system.

The Ssi pu ts'ung k'an, like many other Chinese col-
lections, has no index. The Ss# pu ts'ung k'an shu mu

w & & #) £ B , published by the Commercial
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Press, is merely a table of contents, and since it contains
465 items, often with more than one title within an item,
it is scarcely convenient of reference. The Chung-kuo ts‘ung
shu tsung lu P B #ﬂ Z % %4k indexes the collec-
tion, but its system of arrangement is so involved that it is
only after reference to both the title index and the subject
index that one can even get to the relevant column of the
table of contents.

The present publication gives a list of contents (arranged
according to the Chung-kuo ts‘ung shu tsung lu) with each
item numbered, a subject guide according to the Ssu £'u
us} /ﬁ system, and a romanized index. Although the guide
is not primarily intended as a bibliographical reference tool,
considerable time has in fact been spent on the verification of
titles and of the names and dates of authors.

The titles in the main sequence were transcribed directly
from the book whenever appropriate, with minor changes
where necessary for greater clarity. Within the Ss# pu ts‘ung
k‘an the textual editing and annotation of very many titles
was carried out by Chang Yiian-chi % T /}—5’* , the chief
editor. These titles are indicated in the present list by an
asterisk following the statement of volumes.

The Wade-Giles romanization system is used through-
out; the pronunciation of some characters has been changed
according to the Kuo yii 24 tien B = %¥ jﬁ{ .

The index is composed of proper names and the titles of
the individual works, the latter being capitalized. Variations
of titles are given as cross-references in the index and are not
included in the main sequence. Dates of authors are given
for purposes of identification; many of them are subject to
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dispute, particularly those followed by a question mark. The
words chin shih ¥ + following a date indicate that the
person named became a third degree graduate in that year.

I should like to express my gratitude to Mr. Thomas R.
Buckman, Professor Benjamin Wallacker, and my friends in
the University of Kansas Libraries for their encouragement
and help in producing this book.
