It will end with a proposal for an 

Afghanistan Engagement Strategy. Currently, the war is scheduled to conclude at the end 

of 2014, and the Senate has passed a resolution and a budget for 2013 that calls for a 

quicker end. General Barfield will also wrap up the discussions of the previous six 

sessions.
